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What to expect when the tower crane is not operational

The tower crane is designed with several safety features that provide the operator with real time information of the cranes current operation.  However, there are also other measures that are implemented when the operator is not onsite to help ensure the safety of the crane, thus, providing a safe environment around the crane.

Weathervaning refers to the motion of the tower crane when not under the operator’s control during off hours.  When set in the weathervaning mode, the tower crane is free to swing with the wind.  The purpose of this action is to prevent possible accidents involving crane collapse when extreme wind loads are placed on the jib sections of the crane.  Members of the public will notice the crane turning although there is no one in the cab, this is completely normal and provides an added level of safety.
