• 16 041 National Grid Petition: Wellington Street or take up any action relative thereto 
The Committee on the Department of Public Works recommendations from Chairman Mullaney were 
stated it was unanimously voted for favorable recommendation to the full Council. 

 
Councilor Ryan read the following Motion: 
To install and maintain approximately 50 feet of 2 inch gas main in Wellington Street from the existing 
main at house #25 northerly to house #40 to serve house #40. With the following conditions: 
 
BELD:  Engineering has reviewed the NGRID Gas Petition and finds no underground electric utility conflicts 
within the proposed scope of work. 
 
DPW:  This section of Wellington Street is not under moratorium.  We’d recommend that the petition be 
granted under the normal conditions, with emphasis on the requirements that the gas main be laid 
outside of the trench of the water mains in service and that the trench pavement not be left low for any 
length of time; We also recommend that the following requirement be added to the permit, if it is to be 
granted: 

 
“Neither National Grid nor any of its contractors is authorized to close any street or to close a direction of 
travel to facilitate their work without authorization from the Director of the Department of Public Works 
or the Highway Superintendent.  The Chief of Police can also authorize a closure for a police or fire 
emergency.  Construction zone traffic safety issues are to be addressed by using appropriate traffic control 
signs and devices and the use of police officers for traffic control to safely guide traffic through the work 
zone.  If a closure is authorized by the DPW, it shall not be implemented until signs and police officers 
(where needed) are properly in place in conformity with the written plan prepared by the contractor’s 
engineer and approved by the DPW and Police Department.”

In the name of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, the Town of Braintree, is hereby required to 
establish, under M.G.L. Chapter 54, § 25B (f), an early voting site to allow any qualified voter, as defined in 
section 1 of chapter 51, to cast a ballot for any biennial state election during the early voting period.  At 
the recommendation of the Braintree Board of Registrars the Braintree Town Council hereby designates 
Braintree Town Hall – Cahill Auditorium as Braintree’s early voting site.  Further, early voting hours shall 
be held during the days and hours described under M.G.L. Chapter 54, § 25B (c) with extended hours to 
7:30pm on each Tuesday and on each Saturday from 9:00am until 1:00pm during the eleven business 
day’s preceding the general election.

The DPW has worked interactively with the owner’s engineers at CATS ACADEMY, 2001 
Washington Street to revise the municipal easements traversing the property.  We have 
reviewed the final documents and plan and recommend approval of the proposed plan and of 
the new easement and release-of-old-easement documents as noted below. 

 
My only comment on the easement plan is that the plan sent with the Council referral is
